1.03 CITY POWERS. The City may, except as expressly limited by the lowa Cotistitu
and if not inconsistent with the laws of the lowa General Assembly, exercise any power and
perform any function it deems appropriate to protect and preserve the rights, privileges, and
property of the City and of its residents, and to preserve apebum the peace, safety, health,
welfare, comfort, and convenience of its residents, and each and every provision of this Code
of Ordinances shall be deemed to be in the exercise of the foregoing powers and the performance
of the foregoing functions.

1.04 INDEMNITY. The applicant for any permit or license under this Code of Ordinances,

by making such application, assumes and agrees to pay for any injury to or death of any person
or persons whomsoever, and any loss of or danmageoperty whatsoever, including all costs

and expenses incident thereto, however arising from or related to, directly, indirectly, or
remotely, the issuance of the permit or license, or the doing of anything thereunder, or the failure
of such applicant,rahe agents, employees, or servants of such applicant, to abide by or comply
with any of the provisions of this Code of Ordinances or the terms and conditions of such permit
or license, and such applicant, by making such application, forever agreesnmifydthe City

and its officers, agents, and employees, and agrees to save them harmless from any and all
claims, demands, lawsuits, or liability whatsoever for any loss, damage, injury, or death,
including all costs and expenses incident thereto, bymneaisthe foregoing. The provisions of

this section shall be deemed to be a part of any permit or license issued under this Code of
Ordinances or any other ordinance of the City, whether expressly recited therein or not.

1.05 PERSONAL INJURIES. When adbn is brought against the City for personal injuries
alleged to have been caused by its negligence, the City may notify in writing any person by
whose negligence it claims the injury was caused. The notice shall state the pendency of the
action, the namef the plaintiff, the name and location of the court where the action is pending,

a brief statement of the alleged facts from which the cause arose, that the City believes that the
person notified is liable to it for any judgment rendered against thea®ityasking the person

to appear and defend. A judgment obtained in the suit is conclusive in any action by the City
against any person so notified, as to the existence of the defect or other cause of the injury or
damage, as to the liability of the City the plaintiff in the first named action, and as to the
amount of the damage or injury. The City may maintain an action against the person notified

to recover the amount of the judgment together with all the expenses incurred by the City in the
suit.

1.06 RULES OF CONSTRUCTION. In the construction of this Code of Ordinances, the
rules of statutory construction as set forth in Chapter 4 oftue of lowashall be utilized to

ascertain the intent of the Council, withthelumr st andi ng t hat the term fAs
wi || be deemed to be synonymous with the term
Ordinances.

1.07 EXTENSION OF AUTHORITY. Whenever an officer or employee is required or
authorized to do an act by movision of this Code of Ordinances, the provision shall be
construed as authorizing performance by a regular assistant, subordinate, or a duly authorized
designee of said officer or employee.

1.08 AMENDMENTS. All ordinances that amend, repeal, or iryananner affect this
Code of Ordinances shall include proper reference to chapter, section, subsection, or paragraph
to maintain an orderly codification of ordinances of the City.

1.09 CATCHLINES AND NOTES. The catchline®f the several sections of this Code of

Ordi nances, titl es, headings (chapter, section
and State law references, unless set out in the body of the section itself, contained in this Code

of Ordinances, doot constitute any part of the law and are intended merely to indicate, explain,
supplement, or clarify the contents of a section.

1.10 ALTERING CODE. Itis unlawful for any unauthorized person to change or amend,

by additions or deletions, any part orfan of this Code of Ordinances, or to insert or delete
pages, or portions thereof, or to alter or tamper with this Code of Ordinances in any manner that
will cause the law of the City to be misrepresented.

1.11 SEVERABILITY. If any section, provisionor part of this Code of Ordinances is
adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication will not affect the validity of this Code
of Ordinances as a whole or any section, provision, or part thereof not adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional.

1.12 WARRANTS. If consent to enter upon or inspect any building, structure, or property
pursuant to a municipal ordinance is withheld by any person having the lawful right to exclude,
the City officer or employee having the duty to enter upon or conduct the iospacty apply

to the lowa District Court in and for the County, pursuant to Section 808.14@btkeeof lowa

for an administrative search warrant. No owner, operator or occupant, or any other person
having charge, care, or control of any dwelling urdipming unit, structure, building, or
premises shall fail or neglect, after presentation of a search warrant, to permit entry therein by
the municipal officer or employee.

1.13 GENERAL STANDARDS FOR ACTION. Whenever this Code of Ordinances
grants any discretionary power to the Council or any commission, board, or officer or employee
of the City and does not specify standards to govern the exercise of the power, the power shall
be exercised in light of theolowing standard: The discretionary power to grant, deny, or
revoke any matter shall be considered in light of the facts and circumstances then existing and
as may be reasonably foreseeable, and due consideration shall be given to the impact upon the

pubic health, safety and welfare, and the decision shall be that of a reasonably prudent person
under similar circumstances in the exercise of the police power.

1.14 STANDARD PENALTY. Unless another penalty is expressly provided by this Code
of Ordinancesdr violation of any particular provision, section, or chapter, any person failing
to perform a duty required by this Code of Ordinances or otherwise violating any provision of
this Code of Ordinances or any rule or regulation adopted herein by referediceustn
conviction, be subject to a fine of at leasb&® but not to exceed $625.00.

3.01 MUNICIPAL INFRACTION. A violation of this Code of Ordinances or any
ordinance or code herein adopted by reference or the omission or failure to perform any act or
duty required by the same, with the exception of those provisions specifically provided under
State law as a fehy, an aggravated misdemeanor, or a serious misdemeanor, or a simple
misdemeanor under Chapters 687 through 747 oCdue of lowais a municipal infraction
punishable by civil penalty as provided hergin.

3.02 ENVIRONMENTA L VIOLATION. A municipal infraction that is a violation of
Chapter 455B of th€ode of lowaor of a standard established by the City in consultation with
the Department of Natural Resources, or both, may be classified as an environmental violation.
However, the provisions of this section shall not be applicable until the City has offered to
participate in informal negotiations regarding the violation or to the following specific
violations:

1. A violation arising from noncomjance with a pretreatment standard or
requirement referred to in 40 C.F.R. 8403.8.
2. The discharge of airborne residue from grain, created by the handling, drying,

or storing of grain, by a person not engaged in the industrial production or
manufacturing ofjyrain products.

3. The discharge of airborne residue from grain, created by the handling, drying,
or storing of grain, by a person engaged in such industrial production or manufacturing
if such discharge occurs from September 15 to January 15.

3.03 PENALTIES. A municipal infraction is punishable by the following civil penalties:

1. StandardCivil Penalties.

A First offensé not to exceed $750.00

B. Each repeat offengenot to exceed $1,000.00
Each day that a violation occurs opisrmitted to exist constitutes a repeat offense.
2. Special Civil Penalties.

A. A municipal infraction arising from noncompliance with a

pretreatment standard or requirement, referred to in 40 C.F.R. 8403.8, by an
industrial user is punishable by a penalty of more than $1,000.00 for each
day a violation exists or continues.

B. A municipal infraction classified as an environmental violation is
punishable by a penalty of not more than $1,000.00 for each occurrence.
However, an environmental violation is not sulbje such penalty if all of the
following conditions are satisfied:

QD The violation results solely from conducting an initial startup,
cleaning, repairing, performing scheduled maintenance, testing, or
conducting a shutdown of either equipment caugiag/iolation or the
equipment designed to reduce or eliminate the violation.

(2) The City is notified of the violation within 24 hours from the
time that the violation begins.

3) The violation does not ctinue in existence for more than
eight hours.

3.04 CIVIL CITATIONS. Any officer authorized by the City to enforce this Code of
Ordinances may issue a civil citation to a person who commits a municipal infraction. A copy
of the citation may be served by personal service as provided in Rule of Civitlir@de305,
by certified mail addressed to the defendant at
receipt requested, or by publication in the manner as provided in Rule of Civil Procedure 1.310
and subject to the conditions of Rule of Civil Pranexd1.311. A copy of the citation shall be
retained by the issuing officer, and the original citation shall be sent to the Clerk of the District
Court. The citation shall serve as notification that a civil offense has been committed and shall
contain thefollowing information:

1. The name and address of the defendant.

2_. _ The name or description of the infraction attested to by the officer issuing the
citation.

3. The location and time of the infraction.

4, The amount of civil pengt to be assessed or the alternative relief sought, or
both.

6. The time and place of court appearance.

7. The penalty for failure to appear in court.

8. The legal description of the affected rpabperty, if applicable.

If the citation affects real property and charges a violation relating to the condition of the
property, including a building code violation, a local housing regulation violation, a housing
code violation, or a public health or egf violation, after filing the citation with the Clerk of
the District Court, the City shall also file the citation in the office of the County Treasurer.

3.05 ALTERNATIVE RELIEF. Seeking a civil penalty as authorized in this chapter does

not preclude ta City from seeking alternative relief from the court in the same action. Such

alternative relief may include, but is not limited to, an order for abatement or injunctive relief.

3.06 ALTERNATIVE PENALTIES. This chapter des not preclude a peace officer from
issuing a criminal citation for a violation of this Code of Ordinances or regulation if criminal

A City officer or employee shall not have an interest,
direct or indirect, in any contract or job of work or material or the profits thereof or services to
be furnished or performed for the City, unless expressly permitted by law. tractoentered
into in violation of this section is void.

Contracts in which a City officer or employee has an interest
solelyby reason of employment, or a stock interest of the kind described in subsection
8 of this section, or both, if the contracts are made by competitive bid in writing,
publicly invited and opened, or if the remuneration of employment will not be directly
affected as a result of the contract and the duties of employment do not directly involve
the procurement or preparation of any part of the contract. The competitive bid
gualification of this subsection does not apply to a contract for professional sentices
customarily awarded by competitive bid.

A contract with a corporation in which a City officer or

employee has an interest by reason of stock holdings when less than five percent of the

outstanding stock of the corporation is owned or controlled directly or indirectly by the

officer or employee or the spouse or immediate family of such officer or employee.

9. Contracts. Contracts made by the City upon competitive bid in writing,
publicly invited and opened.

10. Cumulative Purchases. Contracts not otherwise permitted by this section, for
the purchase of goods or services that benefit a City officer or employee, if the
purchases benefiting that officer or employee do not exceed a cumulative total purchase
price of$2,500.00n a fiscal year.

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11. Franchise Agreements. Franchise agreements between the City and a utility
and contracts entered into by the City for the provision of essential City utility services.
(Code of lowaSec. 362.5[3)

12. Third Party Contracts. A contract that is a bond, note or other obligation of the
City and the contract is not acquired directly from the City but is acquired in a
transaction with a third party who may or may not be the original underwriter,
purchaseror obligee of the contract.

5.08 RESIGNATIONS. An elected officer who wishes to resign may do so by submitting
a resignation in writing to the Clerk so that it shall be properly recorded and considered. A
person who resits from an elective office is not eligible for appointment to the same office
during the time for which the person was elected if, during that time, the compensation of the
office has been increased.

5.09 REMOVAL OF APPOINTE D OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES. Except as
otherwise provided by State or City law, all persons appointed to City office or employment
may be removed by the officer or body making the appointment, but every such removal shall
be by written order. The order shgive the reasons, be filed in the office of the Clerk, and a
copy shall be sent by certified mail to the person removed, who, upon request filed with the
Clerk within 30 days after the date of mailing the copy, shall be granted a public hearing before
the Council on all issues connected with the removal. The hearing shall be held within 30 days
after the date the request is filed, unless the person removed requests a later date.

7.03 CASH CONTROL. To assure the proper accounting and safe custody of moneys the
following shall apply:

1. Deposit of Funds. All moneys or fees collected for any purpose by any City

officer shdl be deposited through the office of the finance officer. If any said fees are

due to an officer, they shall be paid to the officer by check drawn by the finance officer

and approved by the Council only wumon such
thereto as required by law, ordinance, or Council directive.

2. Deposits and Investments. All moneys belonging to the City shall be promptly
deposited in depositories selected by the Council in amounts not exceeding the
authorized depository limitatioestablished by the Council or invested in accordance
with the Citybés written investment policy a
authorized by Section 384.21 of tBede of lowa

(Code of lowaSec. 384.21, 12B.10, 12C.1)

3. Petty Cash Fund. THaance officer shall be custodian of a petty cash fund

for the payment of small claims for minor purchases, cetleatelivery transportation
charges, and small fees customarily paid at the time of rendering a service, for which
payments the finance offer shall obtain some form of receipt or bill acknowledged as
paid by the vendor or agent. At such time as the petty cash fund is approaching
depletion, the finance officer shall draw a check for replenishment in the amount of the
accumulated expendituresd said check and supporting detail shall be submitted to
the Council as a claim in the usual manner for claims and charged to the proper funds
and accounts. It shall not be used for salary payments or other personal services or
personal expenses.

5. Capital Improvements Reserve Fund. Except where specifically prohibited by
State law, moneys may be transferred from any City fund to the Clapiiaovements
Reserve Fund.

6. Utility and Enterprise Funds. A surplus in a Utility or Enterprise Fund may be
transferred to any other Cifynd, except the Emergency Fund and Road Use Tax
Funds, by resolution of the Council. A surplus may exist only after all required transfers
have been made to any restricted accounts in accordance with the terms and provisions
of any revenue bonds or loagreements relating to the Utility or Enterprise Fund. A
surplus is defined as the cash balance in the operating account or the unrestricted
retained earnings calculated in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles in excess of:

A. The amountof the expense of disbursements for operating and
maintaining the utility or enterprise for the preceding three months; and

B. The amount necessary to make all required transfers to restricted
accounts for the succeeding three months.

The finance officer shall submit the completed budget
proposal to the Council no later than February 15 of each year.

4, Council Review. The Council shall review the proposed budget and may make
any adjusments it deems appropriate in the budget before accepting such proposal for
publication, hearing, and final adoption.

5. Notice of Hearing. Upon adopting a proposed budget the Council shall set a
date for public hearing thereon to be held before March ti5canse notice of such
hearing and a summary of the proposed budget to be published not less than 10 or more

than 20 days before the date established for the hearing. Proof of such publication must

be filed with the County Auditor.

Not less than 20 days before the date that the budget
must be certified to the County Auditor and not less than 10 days before the public
hearing, the Clerk shall make available a sufficient number of copies of diedet
budget to meet the requests of taxpayers and organizations and have them available for
distribution at the offices of the Mayor and City Clerk and have a copy posted at one of

the places designated for the posting of notices.

The tax levy certified may be less than, but not more than, the amount
estimated in the proposed budget. Two copies each of the detailed budget as adopted
and of the tax certificate must be transmitted to the County Auditor.

Any such payments made shall be reported to the Council for review and approval
with and in the same manner as other claims at the next meeting following such
payment. The resolution authorizing immediate payment shall specify the type of
paymentso authorized and may include (but is not limited to) payment of utility bills,
contractual obligations, payroll, and bond principal and interest.

6. Utilities. The finance officer shall perform and be responsible for accounting
functions of the municipallpwned utilities.

7.08 FINANCIAL REPORTS. The finance officer shall prepare and file the following
financial reports:

1. Monthly Reports. There shall be submitted to the Council each month a report
showing the activity and status of each fund, programpsogiram, and activity for the
preceding month.

2. Annual Report. Not later than December 1 of each year there shall be published
an annual report containing a summary for the preceding fiscal year of all collections
and receipts, all accounts due the Cityd all expenditures, the current public debt of
the City, and the legal debt limit of the City for the current fiscal year. A copy of the
annual report must be filed with the Auditor of State not later than December 1 of each
year.

The costs of cleanup shall be borne by the
responsible person. If the respdisiperson does not cause the cleanup to begin in a reasonable
time in relation to the hazard and circumstances of the incident, the City may, by an authorized
officer, give reasonable notice, based on the character of the hazardous condition, said notice
setting a deadline for accomplishing the cleanup and stating that the City will proceed to procure
cleanup services and bill the responsible person for all costs associated with the cleanup if the
cleanup is not accomplished within the deadline. In thentethat it is determined that
immediate cleanup is necessary as a result of the present danger to the public health, safety and
welfare, then no notice shall be required and the City may proceed to procure the cleanup and
bill the responsible person folt aosts associated with the cleanup. If the bill for those services

is not paid within 30 days, the City Attorney shall proceed to obtain payment by all legal means.

If the cost of the cleanup is beyond the capacity of the City to finance it, theiagthofficer

shall report to the Council and immediately seek any State or federal funds available for said
cleanup.

3504 LIABILITY FOR CLEANUP COSTS. The responsible person shall be strictly liable
to the City for all of the following:

1. The reasonable eanup costs incurred by the City or the agents of the City as a
result of the failure of the responsible person to clean up a hazardous substance involved
in a hazardous condition.

2. The reasonable costs incurred by the City or the agents of the Cityctatya
people from the area threatened by a hazardous condition caused by the person.

3. The reasonable damages to the City for the injury to, destruction of, or loss of
City property, including parks and roads, resulting from a hazardous condition caused
by that person, including the costs of assessing the injury, destruction or loss.

4, The excessive and extraordinary cost incurred by the City or the agents of the
City in responding at and to the scene of a hazardous condition caused by that person.

3505 NOTIFICATIONS.

1. A person manufacturing, storing, handling, transporting, or disposing of a
hazardous substance shall notify the State Department of Natural Resources and the
County Sheriffof the occurrence of a hazardous condition as soon as possible but not
later than six hours after the onset of the hazardous condition or discovery of the
hazardous condition. Theounty Sheriffshall immediately notify the Department of
Natural Resources.

the intervention is reasonably necessary to restore order and to protect the safety of those
assembled.

Obstructing or encumbering, by fences,
buildings or otherwise, the public roads, private ways, streets, alleys, commons, landing
places, or burying grounds.

6. Billboards. Billboards, sigboards, and advertising signs, whether erected and
constructed on public or private property, that so obstruct and impair the view of any
portion or part of a public street, avenue, highway, boulevard or alley or of a railroad
or street railway track as render dangerous the use ther¢&kee also Section 62.06)

7. Storing of Flammable Junk. Depositing or storing of flammable junk, such as
old rags, rope, cordage, rubber, bones and paper, by dealers in such articles within the
fire limits of the City, unless in a building of fireproof constructigBee also Chapte

51)
8. Air Pollution. Emission of dense smoke, noxious fumes, or fly ash.
9. Weeds, Brush. Dense growth of all weeds, vines, brush, or other vegetation in

the City so as to constitute a health, safety, or fire hazard.

11. Houses of Il Fame. Houses of ill fame, kept for the purpose of prostitution and
lewdness; gambling houses; places resorted to by persons participating in criminal gang

operating vehicle for a period of 30 days or more.

F. Defective or Obsolete Condition. Any other vehicle that, because of
its defective or obsolete condition, in any other way constitutes a threat to the
public health and safety.

Mere licensing of such vehicle shall not constitute a defense to the finding that the
vehicle is a junk vehicle.

Such order shall be
contained in a notice to remove the dangerous or vicious animal, which noticesshall b
given in writing to the person keeping, sheltering, or harboring the dangerous animal or
vicious animal, and shall be served personally or by certified mail. Such order and
notice to remove the dangerous animal or vicious animal shall not be requiesl wh
such animal has previously caused serious physical harm or death to any person, in
which case the Mayor or peace officer shall cause the animal to be immediately seized
and impounded or killed if seizure and impoundment are not possible without risk of
serious physical harm or death to any person.

3. The order to remove a dangerous animal or vicious animal issued by the Mayor
or peace officer may be appealed to the Council. In order to appeal such order, written
notice of appeal must be filed with the &levithin three days after receipt of the order
contained in the notice to remove the dangerous or vicious animal. Failure to file such
written notice of appeal shall constitute a waiver of the right to appeal the order of the
Mayor or peace officer.

4, The notice of appeal shall state the grounds for such appeal and shall be
delivered personally or by certified mail to the Clerk. The hearing of such appeal shall
be scheduled within seven days of the receipt of the notice of appeal. The hearing may
be conthued for good cause. After such hearing, the Council may affirm or reverse the
order of the Mayor or peace officer. Such determination shall be contained in a written
decision and shall be filed with the Clerk within three days after the hearing or any
continued session thereof.

5. If the Council affirms the action of the Mayor or peace officer, the Council shall
order in its written decision that the person owning, sheltering, harboring or keeping
such dangerous or vicious animal remove such animal froQither destroy it.

Every driver of a motor vehicle on a street shall drive the same at a careful
and prudent speed not greater than nor less than is reasonable and proper, having due regard to
the traffic, surface and width of the street and of any other conditions theéimgxéd no
person shall drive a vehicle on any street at a speed greater than will permit said driver to bring
it to a stop within the assured clear distance ahead, such driver having the right to assume,
however, that all persons using said streetotiierve the law.

TheCouncilmay cause markers, buttons or signs to be placed withijacent to intersections

and thereby require and direct, as traffic conditions require, that a different course from that
specified above be traveled by vehicles turning at intersections, and when markers, buttons or
signs are so placed, no driver of ehicle shall turn a vehicle at an intersection other than as
directed and required by such markers, buttons or signs.

64.02 U-TURNS. It is unlawful for a driver to make a-turn except at an intersection;
however, Uturns are prohibited within thBusiness District ancat the following designated
intersections.

No person shall stand or park a vehicle in a roadway
other than parallel with the edge of the roadway headed in the direction of lawful traffic
movement and with the rigiiand wheels of the vehicle within 18 inchéshe curb or edge of
the roadway except as hereinafter provided in the case of angle parking and vehicles parked on
the lefthand side of ongvay streets.

When, because of restricted visibility or when standing
or parked vehicles would constitute a hazard to moving traffic, or when other traffic
conditions require, the Council may cause curbs to be painted with a yellow color and
erect no parking or standing signs.

No person shall park, abandon, or leave unattended any
vehicle, trailer, farm machinery, RV, boat, etc. on any public street, alley, co@itgd off
street parking area during any snow emerggmoglaimed by the Mayor unless the snow has
been removed or plowed from said street, alley, or parking area and the snow has ceased to fall.
A snow emergency parking ban shall continue from its proclamation throughout the duration of
the snow or ice storrand the 4&our period after cessation of such storm, except as above
provided, upon streets which have been fully opened. The ban shall be of uniform application
and the City staff is directed to publicize the requirements widely, using all availalde ne
media, in early November each year. When predictions or occurrences indicate the need, the
Mayor shall proclaim a snow emergency and the Mayor or City staff shall inform the news
media to publicize the proclamation and the parking rules under thearagrdr he emergency
may be extended or shortened when conditions warrant.

The owner
of an ATV or snowmobile shall be liable for any such injury or damage only if the owner was
the operator of the ATV or snowmobile aettime the injury or damage occurred or if the
operator had the ownerés consent to operate the
damage occurred.

police authority maymploy its own personnel, equipment, and facilities or hire a private entity,

employ a private entity that is a garage keeper to dispose of an abandoned vehicle, and the

All mains of over six inches in diameter
shall receive no larger thanoneinch tap. Where a larger connection than aioobh

All taps in the mains shall be made in the top half of the pipe, at least 18
inches apart. Nmain shall be tapped nearer than two feet of the joint in the main.

The owner shall indemnify the City from
any loss or damage that may directly or indirectly be occasioned by the installation or
maintenance of said water service pipe.

90.13 FAILURE TO MAINTAIN. When any portion of the water service pipe whicthes

responsibility of the property owner becomes defective or creates a nuisance and the owner fails

to correct such nuisance, the City may do so and assess the costs thereof to the property.

90.14 CURB VALVE. There shll be installed within the public righif-way a main shut
off valve on the water service pipe of a pattern approved by the Superintendent.

inside the building as close to the entrance of the pipe within the building as possible and so
located that the water can be shut off conveniently. Where one service pipe suppliesmore tha
one customer within the building, there shall be separate valves for each such customer so that
service may be shut off for one without interfering with service to the others.

90.16 INSPECTION AND APPROVAL. All water service pipes and their connectidtns

the water system must be inspected and approved in writing by the Superintendent before they
are covered, and the Superintendent shall keep a record of such approvals. If the Superintendent
refuses to approve the work, the plumber or property ownst pnoceed immediately to correct

the work. Every person who uses or intends to use the municipal water system shall permit the
Superintendent to enter the premises to inspect or make necessary alterations or repairs at all
reasonable hours and on probfathority.

90.17 COMPLETION BY THE CITY. Should any excavation be left open or only partly
refilled for 24 hours after the water service pipe is installed and connected with the water system,
or should the work be improperly done, the City shall haeeright to finish or correct the
work, and the Council shall assess the costs to the property owner or the plumber. If the plumber
is assessed, the plumber must pay the costs before receiving another permit. If the property
owner is assessed, such assent may be collected with and in the same manner as general
property taxes.

90.18 SHUTTING OFF WATER SUPPLY. The Superintendent may shut off the supply
of water to any customer because of any violation of the réeggatontained in these Water
Service System chapters that is not being contested in good faith.

The purpose of this chapter is to encourage the conservation of water and
facilitate the equitable distribution of charges for water service among customers.

91.02 WATER USE METER ED. All water furnished customers shall be measured through
meters furnished by th@ity and installed by th€ity.

91.03 FIRE SPRINKLER SYSTEMS; EXCEPTION. Fire sprinkler systems may be
connected to water mains by direct connection without meters theléelirect supervision of

the Superintendent. No other open, unmetered connection shall be incorporated in the system,
and there shall be no valves except a main control valve at the entrance to the building which
must be sealed open.

91.04 LOCATION OF M ETERS. All meters shall be so located that they are easily
accessible to meter readers and repairmen and protected from freezing.

91.05 METER SETTING. The property owner shall provide all necessary piping and
fittings for proper setting of the meter Inding a valve on the discharge side of the meter.
Meter pits may be used only upon approval of the Superintendent and shall be of a design and
construction approved by the Superintendent.

91.09 SEPARATE METER FOR OUTSIDE WATERING. A customer may add a second

water meter for the purpose of measuring wateetaded from outside faucets and for outside
watering that is not disposed of through the public sanitary sewer system. The meter must be
installed where it measures only the water on outside faucets on the premises being served and
the location of such nter must be approved by the Superintendent. The meter and reader must
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be purchased from the City and installed by a licensed plumber. No sewer service charge will
be assessed to water usage through the outside watering meter.

portion of the sewage works lying withsaid easement. All entry and subsequent work, if any,

on said easement, shall be done in full accordance with the terms of the duly negotiated easement
pertaining to the private property involved.

95.09 SPECIAL PENALTIES. The following special penaltprovisions shall apply to
violations of these Sanitary Sewer chapters:

1. Notice of Violation. Any person found to be violating any provision of these
chapters except subsections 1, 3, and 4 of Section 95.04, shall be served by the City
with written noti@ stating the nature of the violation and providing a reasonable time
limit for the satisfactory correction thereof. The offender shall, within the period of
time stated in such notice, permanently cease all violations.

2. Continuing Violations. Any persowho shall continue any violation beyond

the time limit provided for in subsection 1 hereof shall be in violation of this Code of
Ordinances. Each day in which any such violation shall continue shall be deemed a
separate offense.

3. Liability Imposed. Anyperson violating any of the provisions of these chapters
shall become liable to the City for any expense, loss, or damage occasioned the City by
reason of such violation.

The application for the permit shall set forth the
location and description ofi¢ property to be connected with the sewer system and the purpose
for which the sewer is to be used, and shall be supplemented by any plans, specifications, or
other information considered pertinent. The permit shall require the owner to complete
construgion and connection of the building sewer to the public sewer within 60 days after the
issuance of the permit, except that when a property owner makes sufficient showing that due to
conditions beyond the owner 6s oddasnnequitableoor pecul
unfair, an extension of time within which to comply with the provisions herein may be granted.
Any sewer connection permit may be revoked at any time for a violation of these chapters.

96.02 PERMIT FEE AND CONNECTION CHARGE. The persn who makes the
application shall pay permit fee to cover the cost of issuing the permit and supervising,
regulating, and inspecting the work. In addition, there shall be a connection charge paid to
reimburse the City for costs borne by the City in mglsewer service available to the property
served.The amount of such fees and connection charge are shown in the Schedule of Rates and
Fees in Chapter 115 of this Code of Ordinances.

No person shall discharge or cause to be discharged any storm
water, surface water, groundwater, roof-nffy subsurface drainage, uncontaminated cooling
water, or unpolluted industrial process waters to any sanitary sewer. Storm water and all other
unpolluted drainage shall be discharged to such sewers that are specifically designated as
combined sewers or storm sewers or to a natural outlet approved by the Superintendent.
Industrial cooling water or unpolluted process waters may be discharged ronadpd the
Superintendent, to a storm sewer, combined sewer, or natural outlet.

97.02 SURFACE WATERS EXCEPTION. Special permits for discharging surface waters

to a public sanitary sewer may be issued by the Council upon recommendation of the
Superintedent where such discharge is deemed necessary or advisable for purposes of flushing,
but any permit so issued shall be subject to revocation at any time when deemed to the best
interests of the sewer system.

97.03 PROHIBITED DISCHARGES. No person shallidcharge or cause to be discharged
any of the following described waters or wastes to any public sewers:

1. Flammable or Explosive Material. Any gasoline, benzene, naphtha, fuel oil, or
other flammable or explosive liquid, solid, or gas.

2. Toxic or Poisonosi Materials. Any waters or wastes containing toxic or
poisonous solids, liquids or gases in sufficient quantity, either singly or by interaction
with other wastes, to injure or interfere with any sewage treatment process, constitute a
hazard to humans @nimals, create a public nuisance, or create any hazard in the
receiving waters of the sewage treatment plant, including but not limited to cyanides in
excess of two milligrams per liter as CN in the wastes as discharged to the public sewer.

3. Corrosive Wates. Any waters or wastes having a pH lower than 5.5 or having
any other corrosive property capable of causing damage or hazard to structures,
equipment, and personnel of the sewage works.

4, Solid or Viscous Substances. Solid or viscous substancesimitips or of

such size capable of causing obstruction to the flow in sewers, or other interference with
the proper operation of the sewage works such as, but not limited to, ashes, cinders,
sand, mud, straw, shavings, metal, glass, rags, featherdasiicy wood, unground
garbage, whole blood, paunch manure, hair and fleshings, entrails and paper dishes,
cups, milk containers, etc., either whole or ground by garbage grinders.

5. Excessive B.O.D., Solids or Flow.

A. Any waters or wastes: (i) having fave-day biochemical oxygen
demand greater than 300 parts per million by weight; or (ii) containing more
than 350 parts per million by weight of suspended solids; or (iii) having an
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average daily flow greater than two percent of the average sewage fibev of
City, shall be subject to the review of the Superintendent.

B. Where necessary in the opinion of the Superintendent, the owner shall
provide, at the owner 6s expense, such p
necessary to: (i) reduce the biochemical oxygemahd to 300 parts per

million by weight; or (ii) reduce the suspended solids to 350 parts per million

by weight; or (iii) control the quantities and rates of discharge of such waters

or wastes. Plans, specifications, and any other pertinent informeliiding to

proposed preliminary treatment facilities shall be submitted for the approval of

the Superintendent and no construction of such facilities shall be commenced

until said approvals are obtained in writing.

97.04 RESTRICTED DISCHARGES. No person shall discharge or cause to be discharged

the following described substances, materials, waters, or wastes if it appears likely in the opinion
of theSuperintenderthat such wastes can harm either the sewers, sewage treatment process, or
equipmaet, have an adverse effect on the receiving stream or can otherwise endanger life, limb,
public property, or constitute a nuisance. In forming an opinion as to the acceptability of these
wastes, the&superintendentvill give consideration to such factors the quantities of subject
wastes in relation to flows and velocities in the sewers, materials of construction of the sewers,
nature of the sewage treatment process, capacity of the sewage treatment plant, degree of
treatability of wastes in the sewagedtment plant, and other pertinent factors. The substances
restricted are:

1. High Temperature. Any liquid or vapor having a temperature higher than 150
degrees F (65 degrees C).

2. Fat, Oil, Grease. Any water or waste containing fats, wax, grease or oils,
whether emulsified or not, in excess of 100 milligrams per liter or 600 milligrams per
liter of dispersed or other soluble matter.

3. Viscous Substances. Water or wastes containing substances that may solidify
or become viscous at temperatures between §zds F and 150 degrees F (0 degrees
to 65 degrees C).

4, Garbage. Any garbage that has not been properly shredded, that is, to such a
degree that all particles will be carried freely under the flow conditions normally
prevailing in public sewers, with no pale greater than orealf inch in any
dimension.

5. Acids. Any waters or wastes containing strong acid iron pickling wastes, or
concentrated plating solution whether neutralized or not.

6. Toxic or Objectionable Wastes. Any waters or wastes containing iro
chromium, copper, zinc, and similar objectionable or toxic substances; or wastes
exerting an excessive chlorine requirement, to such degree that any such material
received in the composite sewage at the sewage treatment works exceeds the limits
establi®ied by the Superintendent for such materials.

7. Odor or Taste. Any waters or wastes containing phenols or other taste or odor
producing substances, in such concentrations exceeding limits that may be established
by the Superintendenés necessary, afteetitment of the composite sewage, to meet

the requirements of State, federal, or other public agencies of jurisdiction for such
discharge to the receiving waters.
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8. Radioactive Wastes. Any radioactive wastes or isotopes of suclifdaf
concentration asnay exceed limits established by tBaperintendenin compliance
with applicable State or federal regulations.

9. Excess Alkalinity. Any waters or wastes having a pH in excess of 9.5.
10. Unusual Wastes. Materials that exert or cause:
A. Unusual concentratis of inert suspended solids (such as, but not

limited to, Fullers earth, lime slurries, and lime residues) or of dissolved solids
(such as, but not limited to, sodium chloride and sodium sulfate).

B. Excessive discoloration (such as, but not limited to, wgetes and

vegetable tanning solutions).

C. Unusual B.O.D., chemical oxygen demand or chlorine requirements in

such quantities as to constitute a significant load on the sewage treatment

works.

D. Unusual volume of flow or damgcseéntrati

as defined herein.

11. Noxious or Malodorous Gases. Any noxious or malodorous gas or other
substance that, either singly or by interaction with other wastes, is capable of creating a
public nuisance or hazard to life or of preventing entry into sef@etiseir maintenance

and repair.

12. Damaging Substances. Any waters, wastes, materials, or substances that react
with water or wastes in the sewer system to release noxious gases, develop color of
undesirable intensity, form suspended solids in objeabte concentration or create

any other condition deleterious to structures and treatment processes.

13. Untreatable Wastes. Waters or wastes containing substances that are not
amenable to treatment or reduction by the sewage treatment processes empéoged, 0
amenable to treatment only to such degree that the sewage treatment plant effluent
cannot meet the requirements of other agencies having jurisdiction over discharge to
the receiving waters.

97.05 RESTRICTED DISCHARGES; POWERS OF SUPERINTENDENT. If any

waters or wastes are discharged or are proposed to be discharged to the public sewers, which
waters contain the substances or possess the characteristics enumerated in Section 97.04 and
which in the judgment of th8uperintendenmay have a deleteriowsfect upon the sewage

works, processes, equipment, or receiving waters, or which otherwise create a hazard to life or
constitute a public nuisance, tBaperintendennay:

1. Rejection. Reject the wastes by requiring disconnection from the public sewage
system;

2. Pretreatment. Require pretreatment to an acceptable condition for discharge to
the public sewers;

3. Controls Imposed. Require control over the quantities and rates of discharge;

121.02 PERMIT REQUIRED.

1. Retail Cigarette Permits. It is unlawful for any person, other than a holder of a
retail permit, to sell cigrettes, alternative nicotine products, or vapor products at retail
and no retailer shall distribute, sell, or solicit the sale of any cigarettes, alternative
nicotine products, or vapor products within the City without a valid permit for each
place of bumess. The permit shall, at all times, be publicly displayed at the place of
business so as to be easily seen by the public and the persons authorized to inspect the
place of business.

(Code of lowaSec. 453A.13)

2. Retail Tobacco Permits. It is unlawfarfany person to engage in the business
of a retailer of tobacco, tobacco products, alternative nicotine products, or vapor
products at any place of business without first having received a permit as a retailer for
each place of business owned or operhiethe retailer.

A retailer who holds a retail cigarette permit is not required to also obtain a retail tobacco permit.
However, if a retailer only holds a retail cigarette permit and that permit is suspended, revoked,
or expred, the retailer shall not sell atgbaccgtobacco products, alternative nicotine products,

or vapor productgjuring such time.

121.03 APPLICATION. A completed application on forms furnished by the State
Department of Revenue or on forms made avhlaly approved by th®epartmentand
accompanied by the required fee shall be filed with the Clerk. Renewal applications shall be
filed at least five days prior to the last regular meeting of the Council in June. If a renewal
application is not timely feéd, and a special Council meeting is called to act on the application,
the costs of such special meeting shall be paid by the applicant.

122.01 PURPOSE. The purpose of this chapter is to protect residents of the City against
fraud, unfair competition, and intrusion into the privaaytheir homes by licensing and
regulating peddlers, solicitors, and transient merchants.

122.02 DEFINITIONS. For use in this chapter the following terms are defined:

1. APeddl erd means any person carrying good
for salefor immediate delivery such goods or merchandise from house to house or upon
the public street.

2. ASolicitordo means any person who solicit
house or upon the public street any contribution or donation or any ordgodds,
services, subscriptions or merchandise to be delivered at a future date.

3. ATransi ent mer chant o means any person
itinerant merchandising business and in the course of such business hires, leases or
occupies any buildingr structure whatsoever, or who operates out of a vehicle that is

parked anywhere within the City limits. Temporary association with a local merchant,

dealer, trader or auctioneer, or conduct of such transient business in connection with, as

a part of, orin the name of any local merchant, dealer, trader, or auctioneer does not

exempt any person from being considered a transient merchant.

122.03 LICENSE REQUIRED. Any person engaging in peddling, soliciting or in the
business of a transient merchant ia @ity without first obtaining a license as herein provided
is in violation of this chapter.

122.04 APPLICATION FOR LICENSE. An application in writing shall be filed with the

Clerk for a license under this chapter. Such application shall set forttptpelai c ant 6 s name
permanent and local address, and business address if any. The application shall also set forth

the applicantds employer, i f any, and the emp
business, the last three places of such busingsthariength of time sought to be covered by

the license.

122.05 LICENSE FEES. The license feeset out in th&chedule of Feam file in the office
of the Clerk shall bpaid to theClerk prior to the issuance of any licensBuch fees are set by
reolution of the Council.
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122.06 BOND REQUIRED. Before a license under this chapter is issued to a transient
merchant, an applicant shall provide to the Clerk evidence that the applicant has filed a bond
with the Secretary of State in accordance with Chigiteof theCode of lowa

122.07 LICENSE ISSUED. If the Clerkfinds the application is completed in conformance
with the requirements of this chapter, the facts stated therein are found to be correct, and the
license fee paid, a license shall be issuededfiately.

122.08 DISPLAY OF LICENSE. Each solicitor or peddler shall keep such license in

possession at all times while doing business in the City and shall, upon the request of prospective

customers, exhibit the license as evidence of compliance witkgairements of this chapter.

Each transient merchant shall di splay publicly ¢
of business.

122.09 LICENSE NOT TRANSFERABLE. Licenses issued under the provisions of this
chapter are not transferable in aitpation and are to be applicable only to the person filing the
application.

122.10 TIME RESTRICTION. Al I peddl erd6s and solicitorbds 1lic
licenses are in force andi@ft only between the hours of 9:00 a.m. ariD¢p.m.

122.11 REVOCATION OF LICENSE. Following awritten notice and an opportunity for
a hearing, th&€lerk may revoke any license issued pursuant to this chapter for the following
reasons:

1. Fraudulent Statements. The licensee has made fraudulent statements in the
aplication for the license or in the conduct of the business.

2. Violation of Law. The licensee has violated this chapter or has otherwise
conducted the business in an unlawful manner.

3. Endangered Public Welfare, Health, or Safety. The licensee has conithected
business in such manner as to endanger the public welfare, safety, order, or morals.

TheClerks hal | send the written notice to the | icense
shall contain particulars of the complaints against the licetts=erdinance provisions or State
statutes allegedly violated, and the date, time, and place for hearing on the matter.

122.12 HEARING. TheClerkshall conduct a hearing at which both the licensee and any
complainants shall be present to determine thé witithe facts alleged in the complaint and
notice. Should the licensee, or authorized representative, fail to appear without good cause, the
Clerkmay proceed to a determination of the complaint.

122.13 RECORD AND DETERMINATION. TheClerkshall make and record findings of

fact and conclusions of law, and shall revoke a license only when upon review of the entire
record theClerk finds clear and convincing evidence of substantial violation of this chapter or
State law.

122.14 APPEAL. If the Clerkrevokes or refuses to issue a license Gtek shall make a

part of the record the reasons for such revocation or refusal. The licensee, or the applicant, shall
have a right to a hearing before the Council at its next regular meeting. Thell@oayc
reverse, modify, or affirm the decision of tGéerk by a majority vote of the Council members
present and th€lerk shall carry out the decision of the Council.
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122.15 EFFECT OF REVOCATION. Revocation of any license shall bar the licensee
from beng eligible for any license under this chapter for a period of one year from the date of
the revocation.

122.16 REBATES. Any licensee, except in the case of a revoked license, shall be entitled
to a rebate of part of the fee paid if the license is sdemau before it expires. The amount of

the rebate shall be determined by dividing the total license fee by the number of days for which
the license was issued and then multiplying the result by the number of full days not expired.
In all cases, at lea$6.00 of the original fee shall be retained by the City to cover administrative
costs.

122.17 LICENSE EXEMPTIONS. The following are excluded from the application of this

chapter.
1. Newspapers. Persons delivering, collecting for, or selling subscriptions to
newspapers.
2. Club Members. Members of local civic and service clubs, Boy Scout, Girl

Scout, 4H Clubs, Future Farmers of America, and similar organizations.

3. Local Residents and Farmers. Local residents and farmers who offer for sale
their own products.

4, Students. Students representing WWestwood Communityschool District
conducting projects sponsored by organizations recognized by the school.

5. Route Sales. Route delivery persons who only incidentally solicit additional
business or make special sales.

6. Resale or Institutional Use. Persons customarily calling on businesses or
institutions for the purposes of selling products for resale or institutional use.

122.18 CHARITABLE AND NONPROFIT ORGANIZATIONS. Authorized
representatives of charitable or nonpradrganizations operating under the provisions of
Chapter 504 of th€ode of lowaldesiring to solicit money or to distribute literature are exempt
from the operation of Sections 122.04 and 122.05. All such organizations are required to submit
in writing to theClerk the name and purpose of the cause for which such activities are sought,
names and addresses of the officers and directors of the organization, the period during which
such activities are to be carried on, and whether any commissions, feeges ava to be
charged by the solicitor and the amount thereof. [fGlexk finds that the organization is a

bona fide charity or nonprofit organization, tiiderk shall issue, free of charge, a license
containing the above information to the applicdntthe event th€lerk denies the exemption,

the authorized representatives of the organization may appeal the decision to the Council, as
provided in Section 122.14 of this chapter.

A separate license shall be required for each location within the
City at which an adult entertainment business is to be established.

12303 SITING CRITERIA. No person shall cause or permit the estabiesht of any adult
entertainment businesses within two miles of the City limits or within 500 feet of any school,
church, public park, public playground, public plaza or residential area. Measurements shall be
taken on a direct line from the main entran€such adult entertainment business to the point

on the property line of such school, church, public park, public playground, public plaza or
residential area which is closest to the said main entrance of such adult entertainment business.
The establishent of an adult entertainment business shall include the opening of such business
as a new business, the relocation of such business or the conversion of an existing business to
any of the uses defined as an adult entertainment business.

12304 DISPLAY OF LICENSE. Every adult entertainment business shall display a valid
license in a conspicuous place within the business so that the same may be readily seen by
persons entering the premises.

12305 LICENSE TERM. The term of an adult entertainment lmesis license shall be for a
period of one year; provided, however, all licenses shall expire on June 30 of each year unless
sooner suspended or revoked.

12306 LICENSE RENEWAL. An adult entertainment business license, issued pursuant to
the provision®f this chapter, which has not been suspended or revoked, may be renewed for a
period not to exceed one year upon written application to the Clerk, made at least 30 days prior
to the expiration date of the current valid license. The application for reatavicense shall
contain all of the information required by Sectit2807 of this chapter and shall be processed

in accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

In the event the application for the license or renewal is denied by the Clerknwritt
notice of the denial shall be given to the applicant, specifying the grounds for such
denial. Notice of the denial of the application for the license or renewal shall be deemed
to have been served if it is in fact personally served on the applicartieardeposited

in the United States mail with postage prepaid and addressed to the applicant at the
residence address set forth in the application for the permit or renewal thereof. Any
applicant whose application for an adult entertainment busineasdice renewal has
been denied by the Clerk may appeal such denial to the Council within 20 days of such
denial. Applicants may seek prompt judicial review of this administrative action in any
court of competent jurisdiction.

PROHIBITED ACTIVIT IES OF ADULT ENTERTAINMENT BUSINESS.

1. No holder of an adult entertainment business license shall employ any person
under 18 years of age.

2. No holder of an adult entertainment business license shall furnish any
merchandise or services to any person whaiteu18 years of age.

3. No adult entertainment business shall be conducted in any manner that permits
the observation of a model or any material depicting, describing or relating to specified
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sexual activities or specified anatomical areas by display, dewgraign, show
window or other openings from any public way or from any property not licensed as an
adult entertainment business.

4, No holder of an adult entertainment business license or any officer, associate,
member, representative, agent or employesich licensee shall engage in any activity

or permit any other person to engage in any activity or conduct in or about the licensed
premises which is prohibited by this Code or any law of the State or the United States.

5. No adult entertainment businedsalh employ escorts or models who do not
possess a permit as required by Sect@®®09.

6. No part of the interior of the adult entertainment business shall be visible from
the outside of the premises.

7. No alcoholic beverages shall be consumed or pernuttetthe premises of an
adult entertainment business.

8. No employee, escort, model, or other contract worker or person shall expose
his or her genitals or buttocks.

12309 ESCORT/MODEL PERMIT REQUIRED. It is unlawful for any person to act as

an escort/mdel unless there has been granted to such person a valid permit, pursuant to the
provisions of this chapter. Such permit shall be issued to the address of the employer of the
escort/model, who must in turn also hold a valid adult entertainment busosselissued by

the City, pursuant to the provisions of this chapter. Upon request, the Clerk may issue a new
card whenever the escort/model changes employers.

12310 TERM OF PERMIT. The term of an escort/model permit shall be for a period of
one yed provided, however, all permits shall expire on June 30 of each year unless sooner
suspended or revoked.

12311 PERMIT RENEWAL. An escort/model permit issued pursuant to the provisions of
this chapter, which has not been suspended or revoked, ntandsed for a period not to
exceed one year upon written application to the Clerk made at least 60 days prior to the
expiration date of the current valid permit. The application of renewal of a permit shall contain
all of the information required by Sémt 12313 of this chapter and shall be processed in
accordance with the provisions of this chapter.

12312 PERMIT IDENTIFICATION CARD. Each escort/model permit holder shall be
issued an identification card which will also serve as an escort/moddt pd&he permit holder

shall carry such card upon his or her person when acting as an escort/model and produce the
same for inspection upon request. Each permit holder shall immediately surrender to the Clerk
any escort/model permit upon the suspensievpcation or expiration of such permit or upon
leaving employment as an escort/model.

7. If the County Sheriff does not find that all of the requirements set forth in
subsection 6 have been met, the County Sheriff shall recommend denial of the
application for the permit or rewal thereof. In the event the application for the permit

or renewal is denied by the Clerk, written notice of such denial shall be given to the
applicant specifying the grounds for such denial. Notice of denial of the application for
the permit or reneal thereof shall be deemed to have been served if it in fact is
personally served on the applicant or when deposited in the United States mail with
postage prepaid and addressed to the applicant at his or her address as set forth in the
application for thepermit or renewal thereof.

CHAPTER 123 ADULT ENTERTAINMENT

12314 UNLAWFUL ACTS. It is unlawful for:

1. The holder of an escort/model permit to escort, offer to escort or perform any
activity described in Sectiat2301 for any person under 18 years of.age

2. An escort or model to offer to sell any merchandise or perform any act or offer
any services as described in subsectid®01(1)(F) andl2301(7) upon any premises
not licensed as an adult entertainment business.

3. Any person while upon any premiséisensed as an adult entertainment
business to place his or her hands upon or touch with any part of his or her body or
fondle in any manner a sexual or genital part of any other person.

4. A patron while on the premises of an adult entertainment busindssdbe so
as to become nude except in preparation for bathing or swimming or while actually
bathing.

5. An escort to disrobe so as to become nude while performing any of the services
listed in Sectiorl2301.

6. The holder of an escort/model permit to consuamepossess alcoholic
beverages while on the premises of an adult entertainment business.

7. The holder of an escort/model permit to expose female or male genitals or
buttocks while on the premises of an adult entertainment business.

12315 SIGN REQUIRED. The holder of an adult entertainment business shall post a sign

at the entrance of the premises which shall state the nature of the business and shall state that
no one under the age of 18 years is allowed on the premises. This section shall ndtumdcons

to prohibit the holder from establishing an older age limitation for coming on the premises.

12316 SALE OR TRANSFER. Upon the sale or transfer of any interest in an adult
entertainment business, the license shall immediately become null dndoéew application

shall be made by a person desiring to own or operate the adult entertainment business. An
application feén an amount shown on tt&chedule of Feesn file in the office of the City

Clerk shall be payable for each such applicatidmy application involving the sale or other
transfer of any interest in an existing adult entertainment business, as well as any license which
may thereafter be granted, shall be subject to the provisions of this chapter.

12317 CHANGE OF LOCATION OR NAME.

1. A permittee and/or licensee shall not transfer his or her permit and/or license to
another, nor shall a permittee and/or licensee operate an adult entertainment business
under the authority of a permit and/or license at any place other than tlessaddr
designated in the application.

2. No license holder shall operate an adult entertainment business under any name
or designation not specified in the license.

12318 SUSPENSION OR REVOCATION OF A LICENSE OR PERMIT. If the Clerk

finds that any persoholding an adult entertainment business license under the provisions of
this chapter has violated any of the provisions of this chapter, State or Federal law or conducts
such business in such a manner as would have been grounds for denial of a petrfottas se

in Section12307(7), or if the Clerk finds that any person holding an escort/model permit is
engaging in behavior or actions which violate any of the provisions of this chapter or any State
or Federal law or which would have been grounds for tlehia license or permit as set forth
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in Section12313(7), the Clerk may suspend or revoke the license or permit. No such

suspension or revocation shall become effective until the permit or license holder has been

notified in writing of the right of suckicense or permit holder to appeal the suspension or

revocation to the Council within 20 days of the date of notice of such suspension or revocation.

Notification to the license or permit holder shall be made either by personal delivery or by

certified a registered mail, return receipt requested, addressed to the license or permit holder at

such |l icense or permit holderés residence addr e:
permit or renewal thereof. If a timely appeal is filed, the susparor revocation shall be

stayed and shall become effective only upon the final decision of the Council. Otherwise, the

suspension or revocation shall become effective after the timely appeal period has expired.

12319 CONDUCTING AS A NUISANCE. Any adult entertainment business operated,
conducted or maintained contrary to the provisions of the chapter shall be and the same is hereby
declared to be unlawful and a public nuisance, and the City Attorney may, in addition to or in
lieu of prosecuting a ominal action hereunder, commence an action or proceeding for the
abatement, removal or enjoinment thereof, in the manner provided by law, and shall take such
other steps and shall apply to such court or courts as may have jurisdiction to grant such relief
as will abate or remove such establishment and restrain and enjoin any person from operating,
conducting or maintaining an adult entertainment business contrary to the provisions of this
chapter.

12320 VIOLATION.

1. Each and every day that the violatiof this chapter is permitted to exist after
notification shall constitute a separate and distinct offense.

2. Each separate offense in a violation of this chapter shall constitute a separate
offense.
3. The owner or tenant of any premises or part thereof apde@ntractor, agent

or other person who commits, participates in, assists in or maintains such violation may
each be found guilty of a separate offense.

4, Nothing herein contained shall prevent the City from taking such other lawful
action as necessary toepent or remedy any violation.

It is unlawful for a person to willfully
remove, throw down, destroy or carry away from any street or alley any lamp, obstruction, guard
or other article or things, or extinguish any lamp or other ligktted or placed thereupon for
the purpose of guarding or enclosing unsafe or dangerous places in said street or alley without
the consent of the person in control thereof.

If
the property owner fails to do the cleanup by such time, the City will clean it up and assess the
charges to the property owner.

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135.07 WASHING VEHICLES. Itis unlawful for any person to use any public sidewalk,
street, or alley fothe purpose of washing or cleaning any automobile, truck equipment, or any
vehicle of any kind when such work is done for hire or as a business. This does not prevent any
person from washing or cleaning his or her own vehicle or equipment when it iylqnafked

in the street or alley.

135.08 BURNING PROHIBITED. No person shall burn any trash, leaves, rubbish, or other
combustible material in any curb and gutter or on any paved or surfaced street or alley.

135.09 EXCAVATIONS. No person shall dig, exeate, or in any manner disturb any street,
parking or alley except in accordance with the following:

1. Permit Required. No excavation shall be commenced without first obtaining a
permit. A written application for such permit shall be filed with the Citg ahall
contain the following:

A. An exact description of the property, by lot and street number, in front
of or along which it is desired to excavate;

B. A statement of the purpose, for whom and by whom the excavation is
to be made;

C. The person responsible fohe refiling of said excavation and
restoration of the street or alley surface; and

D. Date of commencement of the work and estimated completion date.

2. Public Convenience. Streets and alleys shall be opened in the manner that will
cause the least inconvenieno the public and admit the uninterrupted passage of water
along the gutter on the street.

3. Barricades, Fencing and Lighting. Adequate barricades, fencing and warning
lights meeting standards specified by the City shall be so placed as to protectithe pub
from hazard. Any costs incurred by the City in providing or maintaining adequate
barricades, fencing or warning lights shall be paid to the City by the permit
holder/property owner.

4, Restoration of Public Property. Streets, sidewalks, alleys and pouiic
property disturbed in the course of the work shall be restored to the condition of the
property prior to the commencement of the work, or in a manner satisfactory to the City,
at the expense of the permit holder/property owner.

5. Inspection. All wok shall be subject to inspection by the City. Backfill shall

not be deemed completed, and no resurfacing of any improved street or alley surface
shall begin, until such backfill is inspected and approved by the City. The permit
holder/property owner shabrovide the City with notice at least 24 hours prior to the
time when inspection of backfill is desired.

6. Completion by the City. Should any excavation in any street or alley be
discontinued or left open and unfinished for a period of 24 hours aéieapibroved
completion date, or in the event the work is improperly done, the City has the right to
finish or correct the excavation work and charge any expenses for such work to the
permit holder/property owner.

7. Responsibility for Costs. All costs and exses incident to the excavation
shall be borne by the permit holder and/or property owner. The permit holder and owner
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shall indemnify the City from any loss or damage that may directly or indirectly be
occasioned by such excavation.

8. Notification. At least 48 hours prior to the commencement of the excavation,
excluding Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays, the person performing the excavation

9. Permit Issued. Upon approval of the application, a permit shall be issued. A
separate permit shall be required for each excavation.

5. Length, Width and Depth. Length, width and depth requirements are as
follows:

A. Residential sidewalks shall la¢ least four feet wide and four inches
thick, and each section shall be no more than four feet in length.

B. All sidewalks throughout the Business District shall be constructed
from lot line to the curb line unless the location of the sidewalk is varied by a
appropriate resolution of the Council upon application by the landowner.

C. Driveway areas shall be not less than six inches in thickness.
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6. Location. Residential sidewalks shall be located with the inner edge (edge
nearest the abutting private propergy) inchesfrom the property line, unless the
Council establishes a different distance due to special circumstances.

7. Grade. Curb tops shall be on level with the centerline of the street, which is the
established grade.

8. Elevations. The street edge of a sidkashall be at an elevation even with the
curb at the curb or not less than draf inch above the curb for each foot between the
curb and the sidewalk.

9. Slope. All sidewalks shall slope ofeurth inch per foot toward the curb.
10. Finish. All sidewalls shall be finished with a broom finish or wood float finish.

11. Curb Ramps and Sloped Areas for Persons with Disabilities. If a street, road,
or highway is newly built or reconstructed, a curb ramp or sloped area shall be
constructed or installed at eaattersection of the street, road, or highway with a
sidewalk or path. If a sidewalk or path is newly built or reconstructed, a curb ramp or
sloped area shall be constructed or installed at each intersection of the sidewalk or path
with a street, highwayr road. Curb ramps and sloped areas that are required pursuant
to this subsection shall be constructed or installed in compliance with applicable federal
requirements adopted in accordance with the Federal Americans with Disabilities Act,
including (butnot limited to) the guidelines issued by the Federal Architectural and
Transportation Barriers Compliance Board.

136.09 BARRICADES AND WARNING LIGHTS. Whenever any material of any kind

is deposited on any street, avenue, higlhvpassageway or alley when sidewalk improvements

are being made or when any sidewalk is in a dangerous condition, it shall be the duty of all
persons having an interest therein, either as the contractor or the owner, agent, or lessee of the
property in font of or along which such material may be deposited, or such dangerous condition
exists, to put in conspicuous places at each end of such sidewalk and at each end of any pile of
material deposited in the street, a sufficient number of approved waigtitg dir flares, and to

keep them lighted during the entire night and to erect sufficient barricades both at night and in
the daytime to secure the same. The party or parties using the street for any of the purposes
specified in this chapter shall be lialdbr all injuries or damage to persons or property arising
from any wrongful act or negligence of the party or parties, or their agents or employees or for
any misuse of the privileges conferred by this chapter or of any failure to comply with provisions
hereof.

136.10 FAILURE TO REPAIR OR BARRICADE. It is the duty of the owner of the
property abutting the sidewalk, or the owner
immediately in the event of failure or inability to make necessary sidewalk imprat&oreto
install or erect necessary barricades as required by this chapter.

No person shall
knowingly or willfully drive any vehicle upon any portion of any sidewalk or approach thereto
while in the processf being improved or upon any portion of any completed sidewalk or
approach thereto, or shall remove or destroy any part or all of any sidewalk or approach thereto,
or shall remove, destroy, mar or deface any sidewalk at any time or destroy, mar, remove o
deface any notice provided by this chapter.
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136.12 AWNINGS. It is unlawful for a person to erect or maintain any awning over any
sidewalk unless all parts of the awning are elevated at least eight feet above the surface of the
sidewalk and the roof @overing is made of duck, canvas or other suitable material supported
by iron frames or brackets securely fastened to the building, without any posts or other device
that will obstruct the sidewalk or hinder or interfere with the free passage of pedestrian

136.13 ENCROACHING STEPS. It is unlawful for a person to erect or maintain any stairs
or steps to any building upon any part of any sidewalk without permission by resolution of the
Council.

136.14 OPENINGS AND ENCLOSURES. It is unlawful for a persoto:

1. Stairs and Railings. Construct or build a stairway or passageway to any cellar
or basement by occupying any part of the sidewalk, or to enclose any portion of a
sidewalk with a railing without permission by resolution of the Council.

2. Openings. Keg open any cellar door, grating, or cover to any vault on any
sidewalk except while in actual use with adequate guards to protect the public.

3. Protect Openings. Neglect to properly protect or barricade all openings on or
within six feet of any sidewalk.

136.15 FIRES OR FUEL ON SIDEWALKS. It is unlawful for a person to make a fire of
any kind on any sidewalk or to place or allow any fuel to remain upon any sidewalk.

136.16 DEFACING. Itis unlawful for a person to scatter or place any paste, paintjtorg

on any sidewalk.

136.17 DEBRIS ON SIDEWALKS. Itis unlawful for a person to throw or deposit on any
sidewalk any glass, nails, glass bottle, tacks, wire, cans, trash, garbage, rubbish, litter, offal, or
any other debris, or any substance likely to injure any person, animal, or vehicle.

Whenever any building or structure, because of dilapidated
condition, deterioration, damage, or other cause, is determined by the Fire Marshal or
Fire Chief to be a fire hazard.

5. Abandoned. Whenever any portion of a building or structure remains on a site
after the demolition or destruction of the building or structure or whenever any building
or structure is abandoned for a period in excess of six months so as to constitute such
building or portion thereof an attractive nuisance or hazard to the public.

3) The structure shall be constructed and placed on the building
site so as to offer minimum resistance to the flow of floodwaters.

(4) The structure shall be firmly anchored to prevent flotation
which may result in damage to other structures.

equipment shall be elevated or flood proofed to at least one foot above
the 100-year flood level.

B. Exemption from the 106@ear flood elevation requirements for such a
structure may result in increased premium rates for flood insurance coverage of
the structure and its contents.

12. Recreational Vehicles

A. Recreational vehicles are exenfimm the requirements of subsection
5 of this ®ctionregarding anchoring and elevation of factbrylt homes when
the following criteria are satisfied.

D The recreational vehicle shall be located on the site for less
than 180 consecutive days, and,

(2) The recreational vehicle must be fully licensed and ready for
highway use. A recreational vehicle is ready for highway use if it is on
its wheels or jacking system and is attached to the site only by quick
disconnect type utilities and security deascand has no permanently
attached additions.

B. Recreational vehicles that are located on the site for more than 180
consecutive days or are not ready for highway use must satisfy requirements of
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subsection 5 of this section regarding anchoring and elevatitactorybuilt
homes.

Pipeline CrossingsPipeline river and stream crossirgjgll be buried in the

streambed and banks, or otherwise sufficiently protected to prevent rupture due to
channel degradation and meandering.

160.05 ADMINISTRATION.

1.

Appointment, Duties and Responsibilities of Fldéldin Administrator

A. The Mayor is hereby appointed to implement and administer the
provisions of this chapter and will herein be referred to as the Administrator.

B. Duties of the Administrator shall include, buttmecessarily be limited
to the following:

D Review all flood plain development permit applications to
assure that the provisions of this chapter will be satisfied.

2) Review flood plain development applications to assure that all
necessary permitsakie been obtained from federal, state and local
governmental agencies including approval when required from the
Department of Natural Resources for flood plain construction.

3) Record and maintain a record of the elevation (in relation to
National Geodét Vertical Datum) of the lowest floor (including
basement) of all new or substantially improved structures.

4) Record and maintain a record of the elevation (in relation to
National Geodetic Vertical Datum) to which all new or substantially
improved stuctures have been flood proofed.

(5) Notify adjacent communities/counties and the Department of
Natural Resources prior to any proposed alteration or relocation of a
watercourse and submit evidence of such notifications to the Federal
Emergency ManagemeAgency.

(6) Keep a record of all permits, appeals and such other
transactions and correspondence pertaining to the administration of this
chapter.

FloodPlain Development Permit

A. Permit Required. A Flood Plain Development Permit issued by the
Administrator shall be secured prior to any flood plain development (any
manmade change to improved and unimproved real estate, including but not
limited to buildings or other structures, mining, filling, grading, paving,
excavation or drilling operations), includj the placement of factohyuilt
homes.

B. Application for Permit. Application shall be made on forms furnished
by the Administrator and shall include the following:

(2) Description of the work to be covered by the permit for which
application is to benade.
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2) Description of the land on which the proposed work is to be
done (i.e., lot, block, track, street address or similar descriptdrigh
will readily identify and locate the work to be done.

(6) Elevation {n relation to Noth American Vertical Datuinof
the lowest floor (including basement) of buildings or of the level to
which a building is to be floogdroofed.

(7 For buildings king improved or rebuilt, the estimated cost of
improvements and market value of the building prior to the
improvements.

(8) Such other information as the Administrator deems reasonably
necessary (e.g., drawings or a site plan) for the purpose of thieichap

C. Action on Permit Application. The Administrator shall, within a
reasonable time, make a determination as to whether the proposed flood plain
development meets the applicable standards of this chapter and shall approve
or disapprove the application.For disapprovals, the applicant shall be
informed, in writing, of the specific reasons therefor. The Administrator shall
not issue permits for variances except as directed bgdhed of Adjustment.

D. Construction and Use to Be as Provided in Applicatond Plans.
Flood Plain Development Permits based on the basis of approved plans and
applications authorize only the use, arrangement, and construction set forth in
such approved plans and applications and no other use, arrangement or
construction. Any us, arrangement, or construction at variance with that
authorized shall be deemed a violation of this chapter. The applicant shall be
required to submit certification by a professional engineer or land surveyor, as
appropriate, registered in the Stateafa, that the finished fill, building floor
elevations, flood proofing, or other flood protection measures were
accomplished in compliance with the provisions of this chapter, prior to the use
or occupancy of any structure.

Variance

A. TheBoard of Adjustnentmay authorize upon request in specific cases
such variances from the terms of this chapter that will not be contrary to the
public interest where, owing to special conditions, a literal enforcement of the
provisions of this chapter will result in unmssary hardship. Variances
granted must meet the following applicable standards.

1) Variances shall only be granted upon: (i) a showing of good
and sufficient cause; (i) a determination that failure to grant the
variance would result in exceptionalrtighip to the applicant; and (iii)

a determination that the granting of the variance will not result in
increased flood heights, additional threats to public safety,
extraordinary public expense, create nuisances, cause fraud on or
victimization of the pulic or conflict with existing local codes or
ordinances.
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2) Variances shall only be granted upon a determination that the
variance is the minimum necessary, considering the flood hazard, to
afford relief.

3) In cases where the variance involves a lolgeel of flood
protection for buildings than what is ordinarily required by this chapter,
the applicant shall be notified in writing over the signature of the
Administrator that: (i) the issuance of a variance will result in
increased premium rates fdodd insurance up to amounts as high as
$25.00 for $100.00 of insurance coverage; and (ii) such construction
increases risks to life and property.

Factors Upon Which the Decision of t@euncil Shall Be Based. In

passing upon applications for Variancég €ouncilshall consider all relevant
factors specified in other sections of this chapter and:

C.

8} The danger to life and property due to increased flood heights
or velocities caused by encroachments.

(2) The danger that materials may be swept on tordérel or
downstream to the injury of others.

3) The proposed water supply and sanitation systems and the
ability of these systems to prevent disease, contamination and
unsanitary conditions.

4) The susceptibility of the proposed facility and its corddnt
flood damage and the effect of such damage on the individual owner.

(5) The importance of the services provided by the proposed
facility to the City.

(6) The requirements of the facility for a flood plain location.

) The availability of alternativiocations not subject to flooding
for the proposed use.

(8) The compatibility of the proposed use with existing
development and development anticipated in the foreseeable future.

(9) The relationship of the proposed use to the comprehensive plan
and floodplain management program for the area.

(10) The safety of access to the property in times of flood for
ordinary and emergency vehicles.

(11) The expected heights, velocity, duration, rate of rise and
sediment transport of the flood water expected at the si

(12) The cost of providing governmental services during and after
flood conditions, including maintenance and repair of public utilities
(sewer, gas, electrical and water systems), facilities, streets and
bridges.

(13)  Such other factors which arelevant to the purpose of this
chapter.

Conditions Attached to Variances. Upon consideration of the factors

listed above, th8oardmay attach such conditions to the granting of variances
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as it deems necessary to further the purpose of this chapten. c&uditions
may include, but not necessarily be limited to:

(D) Modification of waste disposal and water supply facilities.
2) Limitation of periods of use and operation.

3) Imposition of operational controls, sureties, and deed
restrictions.

(4) Requirements for construction of channel modifications, dikes,
levees, and other protective measures, provided such are approved by
the Department of Natural Resources and are deemed the only practical
alternative to achieving the purpose of this chapter.

(5) Flood proofing measures.

160.06 NONCONFORMING USES.

1. A structure or the use of a structure or premises which was lawful before the
passage or amendment of this chapter, but which is not in conformity with the
provisions of this chapter, may be contingedbject to the following conditions:

A. If such use is discontinued for six consecutive months, any future use
of the building premises shall conform to this chapter.

B. Uses or adjuncts thereof that are or become nuisances shall not be
entitled to continue asonconforming uses.

2. If any nonconforming use or structure is destroyed by any means, including
flood, it shall not be reconstructed if the cost is more than 50 percent of the market value
of the structure before the damage occurred, unless it is reconstructed in conformity
with the provisions of this chapter. This limitation does not include the cost of any
alteration to comply with existing state or local health, sanitary, building or safidg co

or regulations or the cost of any alteration of a structure listed on the National Register
of Historic Places, provided that the alteration shall not preclude its continued
designation.

160.07 PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION. Violations of the provisions ahis chapter or

failure to comply with any of the requirements shall constitute a misdemeanor. Any person who
violates this chapter or fails to comply with any of its requirements shall upon conviction thereof
be fined not more tha500.000r imprisonedfor not more thar80 days. Nothing herein
contained shall prevent the City from taking such other lawful action as is necessary to prevent
or remedy violation.

160.08  AMENDMENTS. The regulations and standards set forth in this chapter may from
time to fime be amended, supplemented, changed, or repealed. No amendment, supplement,
change, or modification shall be undertaken without prior approval of the Department of Natural
Resources.

170.01 PURPOSE. The purpose of this chapter is to provide minimum standards for the
design, devlepment, and improvement of all new subdivisions and resubdivisions of land, so
that existing land uses will be protected; adequate provisions are made for public facilities and
services, growth occurs in an orderly manner and is consistent with thetcapproved
comprehensive plan for the City; and to promote the public health, safety and welfare of the
City.

170.02 ADMINISTRATION. This chapter governs the subdivision of all lands within the
corporate limits of the City and in unincorporated territaithin an area extending for two
miles beyond the corporate limits, under the authority of Section 354.9 @foithe of lowa
specifically subsection 1 thereof.

170.03 ENFORCEMENT. No plat or any subdivision shall be recorded in the County

Re c or d g d baveahyfvalidity until it has been approved in the manner prescribed
herein. The Council shall not permit any public improvements over which it has control to be
made from City funds, or any City money expended for improvements or maintenance on a
street in any area that has been subdivided after the date of adoption of these regulations unless
such subdivision in streets has been approved in accordance with the provisions contained
herein and the streets have been accepted by the Counciliaspekts. No officer, employee,

or agent of the City shall issue any building permit, make any water or sewer connection, or
issue any permit for any water or sewer connection for any building or buildings constructed or
proposed to be constructed ondadivided contrary to the provisions of these regulations.

170.04 FEES. Before a preliminary plat may be considered by the City pursuant to this
chapter, the subdividesr agent shall deposit with the Clerk a fee, the amount of which is
established by resolutiamn d s h o wn GSahedtlenoé Feddrn fite yn dhe office of the
Clerk Such fee shall be credited to the General Fund of the City.

170.05 VARIATIONS AND E XCEPTIONS. Whenever the tract proposed to be
subdivided is of such unusual topography, size, or shape, the strict application of the
requirements contained in these regulations would result in substantial hardships or injustices,
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the Council, upon recommedation of the Commission, may vary or modify such requirements

so that the subdivider is allowed to develop the property in a reasonable manner; but so that at
the same time, the public welfare and interest of the City and surrounding area are protected a
the general intent and spirit of these regulations are preseivegl.Council may waive the
requirements for the construction and installation of some or all of the improvements required
in Section 170.09 in cases of resubdivisions where only theskiape, and arrangement of the

lot is being changed and no new streets are required, and in cases of dedications of land or
rights-of-way to public use where such dedication is in excess of the need of the subdivider and
is desired by a public agency ieli of a purchase or condemnation proceeding.

170.06 DEFINITIONS. For use in this chapter, the following terms and words are defined.

1. fiBlockd means an area of land within a subdivision that is entirely bounded by
streets, highway, or ways, except alleyshy streets, highways or ways, except alleys,
and the exterior boundary or boundaries of the subdivisions.

2. fiBuilding linesd shall be shown on all lots intended for residential use of any
character, anflor commercial and industrial lots when required bglimance. Such
building lines shall not be less than required by an applicable zoning ordindheee

the subdivided area is not under zoning controlGxmission shall require building
lines in accordance with the needs of each addition.

3. fACity Engineed means the licensed engineer designated by the Council to
furnish engineering assistance for the administration of these regulations.

4. AfCol l ector streetsodo means those which <car
major system of arterial streetsdahighways, including the principal entrance streets
of a residential development and streets for circulation within such a development.

5. ACommissio® means the Salix Planning and Zoning Commission.

6. fiCul-de-sa® means a short, minor street, having one grahdo motor traffic,
the other end being permanently terminated by a vehicular turnaround.

7. fiEasemerit means a grant by the property owner of the use for a specific
purpose, of a parcel of land by the general public, a corporation, or a certain person.

8. AEngineed means a registered engineer authorized to practice civil
engineering, as defined by the Registration Act of the State of lowa.

9. fiLotd means a portion of a subdivision or other parcel of land intended for the
purpose, whether immediate or future, todnsfer of ownership or for building
development.

10. fiMajor thoroughfaré means a street used primarily for fast, lavghume
traffic.

11. fiMarginal access straaineans a street that is parallel to and adjacent to a major
thoroughfare or highway, and which pides access to abutting properties and
protection from through traffic.

12. fiMinor streed means a street used primarily for access to the abutting
properties.

13. fiPerformance bordmeans a surety bond or cash deposit made to the City in
an amount equal to thelfcost of the improvements which are required by this chapter,
such cost being estimated by the City Engineer, and the surety bond or cash deposit
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being legally sufficient to secure to the City that the improvements will be constructed
in accordance witkhis chapter.

14. fiPlat means a map drawn to scale from an accurate survey and including items
set forth herein, along with all certificates and statements set forth herein and in Chapter
354 of the Code of lowafor the purpose of recording as a subdivisidriand. In
appropriate context, a plat may refer to the parcel of ground represented by the plat and
may be synonymous witfisubdivisiono It may also be used as a verb referring to the

act of preparing a plat.

15. fiRoadway means that portion of the sttesvailable for vehicular traffic, and
where curbs are laid, the portion from back to back of curbs.

16. fi 8bdivisiord meansa parcel of land that has been platted or divided into three
or more lots. The term, when appropriate to the context, relates to theegs of
subdividing or to the land subdivided, or the resubdivision of land heretofore divided
or platted into lots or other divisions of land, or if a new street is involved, any division
of land.

17. fiSurveyod means a registered surveyor authorized tatjme surveying, as
defined by the Registration Act of the State of lowa.

170.07 DESIGN STANDARDS MINIMUM. The standards and details of design herein
contained are intended only as minimum requirements, so that the general arrangement and
layout of the subdivision may be adjusted to a wide variety of circumstaimcée design and
development of a plat, hower, the subdivider should use standards consistent with the site
conditions so as to assure an economical, pleamashidurable neighborhood.

170.08 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN. All proposed plats and subdivisions shall conform to
the comprehensive plan of théyC

170.09 DESIGN STANDARDS FOR STREETS.

1. Continuation of Existing Streets. Proposed streets shall provide for
continuation or completion of any existing streets (constructed or recorded) in adjoining
property, at equal or greater width, and in similagrahent, unless variations are
recommended by the Commission.

2. Circulation. The street pattern shall provide ease of circulation within the
subdivision as well as convenient access to adjoining streets, thoroughfares, or
unsubdivided land as may be reqdil®y the Commissionln a case where a street will
eventually be extended beyond the plat, but is temporarily dead ended, an interim
turnaround may be required.

3. Street IntersectionsStreet intersections shall be at right angles, except where
topographyand/or other conditions justify variation, but in no event shall any street
intersection be at less tha@&degree angleThe decision to vary the requirement that
intersections be at right angles shall be made by the Council upon recommendation of
the Commission, as provided in Section 170.05.

4. Culs-de-Sac. Streets which connect with other streets are preferred for
maintenance, fire protection and circulation, butscdsac may be permitted.
Whenever a cuflesac is permitted, such street shall be no longer than 600 feet and
shall be provided at the closed end with a turnaround having a street property line
diameter of at least 100 feet in the case of residential subdivisidnsirnaround
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diameter greater than 100 feet may be required by the Commission in the case of
commercial or industrial subdivisions if it is deemed necessary.

5. Street Names. All newly platted streets shall be named and in a manner
conforming to the prevailing street namisystem.A proposed street that is obviously

in alignment with other existing streets, or with a street that may logically be extended
although the various portions be at a considerable distance from each other, shall bear
the same name.Names of new stets shall be subject to the approval of the
Commission in order to avoid duplication or close similarity of names.

6. Sight Distances A tangent at least 100 feet long shall be introduced between
reverse curves on collector streets and major thoroughf&#®n connecting street

lines deflect from each other at any one point by more adegrees, they shall be
connected by a curve with a radius adequate to ensure a sight distance of not less than
200 feet for minor and collector streets, and of suchtgreadii as the Commission

shall determine for major thoroughfares and in other special cadastailed
engineering application of this standard shall conform to the current edition of the
publication, Transportationand Traffic Engineering Handbogkpublished by the
Institute of Traffic Engineers.

7. Physical and Cultural Featuresln general, streets shall be platted with
appropriate regard for topography, creeks, wooded areas, and other natural features
which would lend themselves to attractive treatmen

8. Half Streets.Dedication of half streets will be discourag&tihere there exists
a dedicated or platted half street or alley adjacent to the tract to be subdivided, the other
half shall be platted if deemed necessary by the Commission.

9. Alleys. Alleys may be required in business areas and industrial districts for
adequate access to block interiors and forstifet loading and parking purposes.
Except where justified by unusual conditions, alleys will ncafyeroved in residential
districts. Deadend alleys shall be provided with a means of turning around at the dead
end thereof.

10. EasementsEasements for utilities shall be provided along rear or side lot lines

or along alleys, if needed/Vhenever any stream or important surface water casirse

located in an area that is being subdivided, theisubdl d er s hal | sowat the sub
expense, make adequate provision for straightening or widening the channel so that it

will properly carry the surface water, and shall provide and dedicate Githan

easement along each side of the stream, which easement shall be for the purpose of

widening, improving, or protecting the streanNo permanent structures shall be

erected within the limits of any easement, but the fee owner shall have the rigike

any other use of the land, subject to the easement, which is not inconsistent with the

rights of the easement grantee.

11. Neighborhood Planlf any overall plan has been made by the Commission for
the neighborhood in which the proposed subdivisidodated, the street system of the
latter shall conform in general thereto.

12. Unsubdivided Portion of PlatWhere the plat to be submitted includes only
part of the tract owned by the subdivider, the Commission may require topography and
a sketch of a tentae future street system of the unsubdivided portion.
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13. Major ThoroughfaresExcept as varied pursuant to 170.05, a new subdivision
that involves frontage on a heavy traffi@y, limited accessway, freeway, or parkway,
shall provide motor access to suchiage by one of the following means:

A. A parallel street, supplying frontage for lots backing onto the traffic
way.

B. A series of cid-de-sac or short loops entered from and planned at right
angles to such a parallel street, with their teriniogs backing oto the
highway.

C. An access drive separated by a planting strip from the highway to

which a motor access from the drive is\pded at points suitably spaced.
D. A service drive or alley at the rear of the lots.

Where any one of the abeweentioned arrangemernsused, deed covenants or other
means should prevent any private residential driveways from having direct access to the
traffic-way.

14. Dedication. A deed to the City shall be given for all streets before the same
will be accepted for City maintenance.

15. Rairoads. If a railroad is involved, the subdivision plan shall:

A. Be so arranged as to permit, where necessary, future grade separations
at highway crossis of the railroad.

B. Borderthe railroad with a parallel street at a sufficient distance from it
to pernit deep lots to go back onto the railroad; or form a buffer strip fds, par
commercial or industrial use.

C. Provide cus-de-sacat right angles to the railroad so as to permit lots to
backonto them

16. Street Widths. Streets shall have a width and crssston as shown in the
comprehensive City plan for the type of street involved.

17. Street GradesStreets and alleys shall be completed to grades which have been
officially determined or approved by the City Engineer.

170.10 DESIGN STANDARDS FOR LOTS.

1. Corner los shall have a minimum width of 75 feet in order to permit adequate
building setbacks on both front and side streets.

2. Double frontage lots, other than corner lots, shall be prohibited except where
such lots back on to a major street or highway or excepeinase of large commercial
or industrial lots.

3. Side lot lines shall be approximately at right angles to the street or radial to
curved streetsOn largesize lots and except when indicated by topography, lot lines
shall be straight.

170.11 IMPROVEMENTS . The subdivider shall install and construct all improvements
required by this chapterAll required improvements shall be installed and constructed in
accordance with approved specifications and under the supervision and to the satisfaction of the
Counadl or its designee.
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1. Grading. All streets and alleys within the platted area which are dedicated for
public use shall be brought to the grade approved by the Council after receiving the
report and recommendations of the City Engineer.

2. Curb and GutterCurb and gutter shall be installed on all roadways in the plat
being dedicated for public use and shall be constructed of Portland cement concrete in
accordance with designs and specifications approved by the Council and at grades
established by the City Enwger.

3. Surfacing. All roadways being dedicated for public use shall be surfaced from
curb to curb. Surfacing shall be Portland cement concrete and shall be constructed in
accordance with designs and specifications approved by the Council at grades
establshed by the City Engineer.

4. Sidewalks. Sidewalks shall be constructed on both sides of all streets being
dedicated for public useSidewalks shall be a minimum of four feet in width and shall

be constructed of Portland cement concrete in accordance wiignd and
specifications approved by the Council and at grades established by the City Engineer.

5. Water and SewersWater mains, sanitary sewer lines, and storm sewers and
their appurtenances shall be constructed and installed in accordance with tlaaglans
specifications adopted by the CoundiVater and sewer lines shall be made accessible
to each lot.

170.12 PRELIMINARY PLANNING PROCEDURES. Prior to thesubdivision of any

land, the subdivider or agent may discuss informally with the Commissionaperty
proposed for subdivision, with reference to the subdivision regulations, the zoning
regulations and controls, and the @tgomprehensive and major street plabgon
request of the proposed subdivider, the Commission shall hold a planningecaefer

The subdivider or agent, members of the subdivision committee of the Commission, the
City Engineer, and others as designated by the City Engineer shall participate in the
planning conference, which shall be for pwes of facilitating the subdivideb s
compliance with this chapter, identifying potential problems, and making
recommendations to the subdivider in advance of formal preparation of the preliminary
plat.

170.13 PRELIMINARY PLAT PROCEDURES. When the owner of any tract or parcel

of land within the jurisdiction of this chapter wishes to subdivide or plat the same, said owner
shall cause to be prepared a preliminary plat of the subdivikipan request for a preliminary

plat review, the Clerk shall provide the developer or subdivider witipghcation form and a
preliminary plat checklist. The preliminary plat shall be submitted to the Commission for
review and recommendation to the Council for final actibne purpose of the preliminary plat
